Check-In Time at Airport:  We leave on Wednesday, March 9th.

We will all be flying out of Kelowna in two separate groups, one group at 7 AM and the other at 8:20 AM, please arrive at the airport no later than 5:30 AM (group 1), 6:50 AM (group 2).  We are a large group and will take some time to check in and get through security.
Please make sure that you have your passport and a second form of ID handy (birth certificate, driver’s license, etc.)

You are allowed one piece of carry-on luggage (must be able to fit in overhead compartment – small school back-pack would be good), and one checked luggage under 50 lbs., and 158cm (linear measurement – includes height, width and length).  If your bag is overweight or oversized it is an additional $100.00 cost per direction (paid at the airport).
Please make sure all of your bags have a name tag on them.
Traveler’s checklist of stuff to bring:

a. Passport and euros, hotel sheet, copy of health card, ATM card, calling card, guide’s contact number, in money belt.  (fits under the waist)

b. Two baggage tags: one for carry-on, the other for checked luggage.

c. Journal and pens.

d. Camera and memory cards (stock up), and I-pods.

e. Duck boots and plastic bags for same to store in bus.  Walking shoes.

f. Sunglasses and sunscreen – be hopeful.

g. Sox and underwear – may be washed once at long stop in Caen.

h. Light windbreaker, shirts and hat.

i. Pants comfortable to sit in for long periods of time, and belt.

j. Prescription drugs, medications and vitamins.

k. Personal first aid items.  A first aid kit is on the bus.

l. Toiletries kit bag.

m. Running gear if you plan on early morning runs.

n. Tracing paper and carbon crayon for headstone copy.
o. Electrical plug adapter and diverter for hair equipment.
Remember:  you don’t need to set a fashion statement, so leave the fancy clothing at home, besides there’s always the chance airlines may lose it.  You also don’t need a lot.  Lugging a huge suitcase up three flights of stairs in a hotel is no fun at all (especially in Europe, where elevators hold two people).
