· Age structure: understand reasons for changes in population

· 3 age groups
a)children – 16 b)16 – 64 c)65+

· Results in dependency ratio = proportion of population being supported by the working age group

· Children and older people demand more medical, education, housing support

· 1996 census = 33% dependency load (21% children, 12% older)

· Population Pyramids: male and female placed back to back on same age line = cohorts

· High birth #’s = expanding population
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Birth/Death rates in balance = stable pop.

Growth rate below replacement = contracting pop. 
· Population distribution: spaced over Earth’s surface

· Greeks called their part of the world Ecumene, now used for permanently inhabited places

· 35% of world’s land not good for settlement (climate, terrain)

· Over half of pop. lives on 5% of land

· Most live by oceans

· Population Density: # of people in a given area

· Pop. of country by its area = crude density

· Nutritional density = how much calories/nutrition can be produced from the land.
